· Review of the County’s stormwater regulations was discussed. There will be a different group working on this. We don’t yet know where this fits in with other County priorities. It was suggested that Paul Kamin, Greg Braun, Dan Drahn and Water Resources Committee be involved. To ensure protection of Critical Areas it is important that Low Impact Development practices be used, and that stormwater be infiltrated whenever possible. 

· Motion to include a staff note in the draft Critical Areas ordinance indicating that the existing stormwater regulations need to be reviewed and modified and that the CAO Committee will review the stormwater recommendations when they are completed. The Committee would like to write a letter to the County Administrator/ Council emphasizing the need for reworking the stormwater regulations and requesting a time line for that project (Patty and Stephanie O.). 

· Discussion on extension of sewer outside UGAs.

· Discussion on inspection of businesses with chemicals.

· Shireene will develop (for the ordinance) a list of facilities that will be inspected patterned after Jefferson and Island Counties.

· Discussion on use of road deicer. Shireene to check with Public Works on use. 

· Shireeene to rework first paragraph of Land Use element of Comp Plan and relocate the policy on noxious weeds to the general section on Critical Areas.

· Shireene presented a potential development permit process for sites with FWHCAs. Under this process the only time a permit would be denied for wildlife issues would be when the proposal does not meet whatever protection requirements are adopted and is too large in scale to qualify for a reasonable use exception.

· Discussion on forming a technical committee. What would we want from them? Technical experts will be invited to participate in committee meetings, answer questions, and provide recommendations.

· Need “Parking Lot” for future issues.

· 18.30.140.4. Strike BMP, add “follow label” and remove livestock waste (unanimous).

· Shireene to review other County’s regulations and draft something for the next meeting. 

· Request to discuss the F&W process at the next meeting(?)

· Jim Johannson report needed - Jim S. to provide?

· Discussion on protection of forage fish spawning areas. Docks are O.K, bulkheads are not, other shoreline activities need to be timed to avoid spawning (and gravel checked ahead of time for eggs?). Vegetative buffer needed for shade and insects. May be able to reduce the buffer if Low Impact Development techniques used.

· Concern expressed about the accuracy of forage fish data. 

· Comment about not designing everything for worst case - consider zoning and lot size.

· Continue discussing forage fish and processes next time?
